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Sah Foundation News-Letter Number 1-B February 10, 1999

This news-letter serves to inform members, trustees and friends of the P.T.Sah Education and Scientific
Research Foundation about the progress made in fund raising and activities.

1. The Foundation was registered with the Ohio State Government as a non-profit organization. It was
certified by the Secretary of State of Ohio on December 18, 1998 in document #199835500351. The
official name is:; P.T.Sah Education and Scientific Research Foundation, Inc.

2. An application to Internal Revenue Service was filed for a Federal Employer Identification Number
(EIN). It was assigned to be EIN: 34-1881106.

3. An application for recognition of tax exemption under 501(c)(3) form 1023 is being prepared with an
attorney. It will be submitted soon.

4. Thanks to the alumni and friends of Xiamen University in South-Eastern Asia we have raised $450,000
for the Foundation to be deposited in an account of the Foundation set up with Bank of New York,
Hongkong Branch in Hongkong. We have NM$116,500 from mainland China , and have collected
$43,0350 from alumni and friends in USA, ranging from $10,000 to $50 per donation. Many more are
coming in. We welcome and thank these donations the same way. The full scale fund raising is to be
carried out in USA, Taiwan, Hongkong and China mainland in 1999. We need man-power and
champion of fund raising at each location. Please contact us, encourage us and give the Foundation
your support! We want to pass 70 percent point ($700,000) soon.

5. Communication through e mail and FAX with Dr. Han, Lei, ME/EE Department chairman, and Prof.
Sun, Special assistance to the President working on the Research Center, and Prof. BoXi Wu ,a
Foundation trustee at Xiamen University, are being made on weekly basis. Lists of research topics are
being collected, some are suggested to the Department and Research Center. These topics cover the
applications of Micro-electro-mechanical-system (MEMS) to areas in medical sciences, health care
techniques, environmental management, industrial automation, communication and information
systems.

During the preparation of Form 1023 for IRS, the “Activities and Operational Information” of the
Foundation was drafted. It is enclosed in this News-Letter. It is hope that this paper will define the nature
and scope of the Foundation, to correct the misconception that the Foundation is just to help Mechanical/
Electrical Engineering Department, and the fund raised will be only for the Mechanical/Electrical
Engineering Research at Xiamen University. That is not the intend, We are not making a small plan. We
urge all to joint in matching toward the great goal.

Our goal is “To complement the education and research programs of Xiamen University,
where Dr. P.T. Sah was the president, to become a world class university, contributing significantly
to the fields of Science, engineering and other new disciplines important to the wellbeing of human
society.” The starting point of the Foundation is Mechanical/Electrical Research Center and micro-
electro-mechanical system research. The activities, achievement and experience gained from this initial
step are the spring board toward the much more far-reaching goal stated above.

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Activities and Operational Information of P.T.Sah Education and Scientific Research Foundation

The Foundation is a global institution, with main office in USA and branches in Asia and Europe.

It will initiate the following activities in the spring of 1999 and will continue these activities throughout its

existence.

1. To sponsor visits, lectures and exchanges of university professors and specialists between the Xiamen
University and universities/research institutions in USA and other industrialized countries, in fields of
engineering as well as social, medical and physical sciences.

2. To sponsor and facilitate collaborations and exchanges in research to apply new engineering and
science technologies for the advance of medical sciences, health care techniques, environmental
management, public safety, natural resource conservation, industrial automation, communication and
information systems.

3. To award scholarships/ fellowships to selected students and faculty members of Xiamen University
(and other universities in China when financially possible) to pursue advanced studies or pioneering
research in USA and other industrialized countries. Especially in the fields stated in Item 2.

4. To develop student exchange programs between Xiamen University (and other universities in China
when financially possible) and universities in USA for undergraduate and graduate students to attain
direct exposure of different cultures and learning methods between the East and the West.

5. To provide necessary research materials and equipment manufactured in USA or other countries and
can not be obtained by normal channels such as limited by the available foreign exchange in funding.
The request from Xiamen University shall be examined and approved by the Executive Committee
with invited external advisers if needed. As the time progress, it is also possible for Xiamen
university to search and collect material and equipment in China for collaborating US universities
(such as that for medicine, history, and culture studies)

6. To provide travel assistance to students and faculty members of Xiamen University to attend
international conferences in the fields of their research outside of China. Travel assistance may also be
provided for US professors and students to attend conferences held in China, particularly in Xiamen,
China.

7. To organize cultural and scientific conferences, exhibits and seminar series in China or USA on the
topics related to the collaborative research stated in Item 2.

8. To provide pertinent international journals, conference proceedings, publications and learning
equipment to students in Xiamen University.

The Foundation will make known to potential institutions and persons of the planned activities,
and will receive requests and suggestions from both Xiamen University and US institutions. The Executive
Committee on its quarterly meetings will examine the requests, with invited advisers when needed. Task
forces will be set up to manage the activity within the budget constrain.

Other activities will be initiated, as time and world environment progress, to pursue the goal of the
Foundation. That is to complement the education and research programs of Xiamen University, where Dr.
P.T. Sah was the president, to become a world class university, contributing significantly to the fields of
Science, engineering and other new disciplines important to the wellbeing of human society.

Using war to wage peace

Iraq's recent capitwlation before U.S. military
threats is a prime example of the ancient
Chinese military theory of Sun Tzu, according to
political science professor Teh-Kuang Chang.

“The supreme art of war is to subdue the
enemy without fighting,” Sun-Tzu wrote in the
“Art of War.”

Chang, who was born in China, will present
a lecture on Sun-Tzu's “Art of War” tonight at 7
in the Pine Shelf Room of the Student Center.

Last month he presented a similar lecture

entitled “The ‘Art of War:’ Sun -Tzu's Concept in
the Modern World,” at the 4th International
Symposium of Sun -Tzu'’s “Art of War” in Beijing
,China.
“President Clinton's decision is adaptable to
sun-Tzu's “Art of War,” which advised the high-
est strategy is to subdue the enemy without a
war,” Chang said.

Clinton, Chang said, made Saddam Hussein
unconditionaily accept United Nations inspec-
tion teams back into Iraq.

“This is a victory for peace and a failure of
Hussein to end the UN. sanctions imposed after
the Gulf War,” he added.

“In a world based upon peaceful coexistence
and mutual prosperity this is an effective way
maintain human harmony and world peace.”

A native of the Ch’i State, Sun-Tzu lived

roughly from 400 until 320 B.C. He wrote “Art
of War” in 13 chapters for Ho Lu, King of Wu.
He was subsequently made a general by the king
and then led an army west, crushing the Ch'u
state and entering Ying the capital. In the north,
he kept the Ch"i and Chin states in awe.

After 2,500 years Sun-Tzu's teaching is still
applicable to the modern world, Chang said.

The study of Sun-Tzu applies not only to
war, but also to peace, he added.

“Those who win every battle are not really
skillful - those who render others’ armies help-
less without fighting are the best of all,” Sun-
Tzu wrote in his classic work of military and
political theory. ’

In “A History of Warfare,” military historian
John Keegan wrote, “Sun-Tzu drew on an exist-
ing corpus of ideas and practices in formalizing
his theory: it would not otherwise have recom-
mended itself to the Chinese mind.

“In its emphasis on avoiding battle except
with the assurance of victory, of disavowing
risk, of seeking to to overawe an enemy by psy-
chological means and of using time rather than
force to wear down an enemy his ‘Art of War’
encouraged the integration of Chinese military
with political theory in an intellectual whole.”

“Art of War,” however, applies to more than
military strategy, Chang said.

D cation Sun -Tzu's concepts can
apply to different disciplines,
such as political science, international
relations, psychology, women’s stud-
ies, the environment and business,”
Chang said.

 In the post-Cold War era competi-
tion in the world is now business and
many leaders are using Sun-Tzu’s
teachings, Chang said.

Professional basketball coach
and legend Pat Riley recently has writ-
ten a book using Sun-Tzu's theories,
as have several business scholars,
such as Mark McNielly’s “Sun-Tzu and
the Art of Business.”

“From the battlefield to the mar-
ket arena leaders attempt to develop
strategies and gathering business
information is similar to military
intelligence,” Chang said. “In the
trends of today’s world whoever can
control the world economy can con-
trol the world politically.”

To better introduce Sun-Tzu to
Ball State students, Chang said he will
incorporate theories from the “Art of
War” into three classes he will teach
during the Spring semester.

These classes are American
Foreign Policy, Government and
Politics of China and International
Relations of Asia. Even though the
classes are listed as political science
courses they are open to all students,
Chang said.

The study of Sun-Tzu's “Art of
War” can also be arranged as indepen-
dent study or research. project , he
added.

Tonight's lecture is free and open
to the public. it is sponsored by the
International Studies Association.

The 1998 Theodore von Karman Medal is awarded to Y. K. Lin for his
fundamental contributions to engineering mechanics theory and applications with
particular emphasis on nonlinearity and uncertainty aspects.

Professor Y. K. Lin holds the Charles E. Schmidt Eminent Scholar Chair in
Engineering at Florida Atlantic University where he founded the Center for Applied
Stochastics Research and has served as its Director since 1984. He received his
Ph.D. degree in Structural Engineering from Stanford University and Doctor of
Engineering, honoris causa, from the University of Waterloo. Canada.

Since the early 1960s, Lin has been a champion of the application of probabil-
ity and statistics in structural engineering. His pioneering book, Probabalistic
Structural Dynamics, remains the most frequently referenced classic in that
particular technical field. His more than 200 technical publications encompass both
civil and aeronautical engineering, including such diverse subjects as modeling of
earthquake and wind loads on structures, response and safety of buildings and
bridges to random excitations, fatigue of engineering materials under randomly
fluctuating stresses, motion of airplanes in turbulent air, sonic fatigue of aircraft
panels, and motion stability of helicopters.
